instructional programs integral to
the operation of a school district.

Health Services

Media Services

Guidance and Counseling
Services

Maintenance and Operations

General Administration
(Superintendent’ s Office)

Other Administration
(Principal’s Office)

In addition there are Capital
Outlay, Debt Service and
Board expenditures, public
relations and other vital pro-
gramsto fund.

It isnot likely that the public
wants you to eliminate these pro-
grams outside of the direct instruc-
tional category; however, there will
continue to be those who want to
place a percentage of expenditures
that must be expended in direct
instructional expense. Whilewe
should strive to budget every cent
possible into instruction, we should

be willing to name and explain the other
indirect programs costs and benefitsto the
instructional program. It isclear that the
education community needs to do a better job
educating the public about how school dollars
are spent. Don't be fearful if you have the
opportunity to provide this information for
your district.

Simply present the programs, their cost and
their benefit. It al fits neatly into our mis-
sion in education. Use the detailed account-
ing system to delineate the wealth of informa-
tion regarding students, staff and expendi-
tures. We are responsible for the results.
